King Kassapa (477-495 A.D) who shifted the Capital from Anuradhapura to 
Sigiriya made a fortress to surround his palace, which was constructed on the 
summit of a 500ft high rock, with necessary facilities.  The Palace was 
surrounded by an outer-moat and wall and Inner - moat and wall pleasure 
garden,  Mirror-wall,  light coloured and dark coloured damsel’s frescoes,  to 
cover the western wall and a beautiful staircase through the body of a 
Crouching Lion are some of the attractions here. 
 
The boulder garden consists of caves where Buddhist Bhikkus lived and 
meditated.  After Kassapa Sigiriya was given back once again to the Bhikkus. 
 
is home to the 5th Century ‘Fortress in the Sky” which is perhaps the most fantastic single wonder of the 
Island.  It is also known as Lion Rock because of the huge lion that used to stand at the entrance to the 
fortress.  Within it triple-moated defence the huge rock rises almost to a sheer height of 500ft.  On its  
summit are the foundations of what was once a great and sumptuous palace and gardens complete with 

swimming pool.  On one of the stairways  the only known ancient work of Sinhala secular painting 
survived in the form of frescoes of life sized damsels in all the freshness and delicacy of their original 
color.  
 
Sigiriya was never conqured by any of the invading forces that had such an affect on the island of Sri 
Lanka It was however, ceded to the British during the colonial rule without force.

• Visit Dambulla Cave temple. 

 
Dambulla is famous for the five cave Temples on a rock.  The first 03 caves 
are better, older and larger than the other two.  Some caves dates to 1st 
B.C. All the 5 cave walls and ceilings are covered with Buddhist murals and 
there are more than 130 Buddha statues, statues of Gods and Kings are also 
found here

Polonnaruwa was the medieval capital of Sri Lanka from the 11th - 13th C.A.D 
Great revival was achieved in the country, politically, economically and socially 
during the period of Kings Vijayabahu 1, Parakramabahu 1 and Nissankamalla of 
the Polonnaruwa period.  
 
The monument are better preserved than at Anuradhapura. Parakrama Statue, 
Royal Palaces, Audience Halls, Vata-da-ge, Thuparama, Rankoth Vehera, Kiri-
Vehera, Gal-Vihara, Lankathilaka and Tivanka Image House are some of the 
interesting monuments here.  
 
the Capital of Sri Lanka from 11th - 13th Century, contains some splendid and spectacular status.  
Lankatilake, Tivanka and Thuparama are the most beautiful and largest shrine ruins and Tivanka has the 
best example of frescoes of the Polonnaruwa period.  Rankot Vihara and Kiriwehera are well preserved  
large stupas, and Gal Vihare - a rock shrine, has four Buddha statues, two seated, one standing and one 

reclining and Parakrama Bahu statue are examples of Sinhalese stone carver.   
The Vata-da-ge is a unique creation of Sri Lankan artists.
